Create A Habitat

In class discussion:

We just read Too Many Bozos about Danny, who brings home lots of different pets and for some reason or another he couldn’t keep the pet at his house. Think about what kinds of pets would work in our classroom. Would it be ok if we had a horse for a pet in our classroom? What about a dog? Why? Could we create any habitat in our aquarium? Why or why not? (not arctic,etc.)
