Engaged Learning:
19. How will you design your classroom to allow students opportunities to direct their own learning?

My classroom will have a cluster seating arrangement as well as the opportunity to research and use the Internet during downtime.
 

20. How will you structure and design a hook that is meaningful and relevant to students?

By choosing to have the LRC director for our building come in and ask the students for help, I think it will be motivating and exciting for the students.  I also think having a group project like this at the beginning of the year that is so open to their input will be fun for them.
 

21. What kind of action will you take to be a "guide on the side" rather than the "sage on the stage?"
 

I will suggest resources that may be helpful and give starting points to get the students going.  I will also give students a copy of the rubric for the project at the beginning so that they know what is fully expected out of the project.  

22. What will you do to prepare for students to work in flexible groups and move through the project at different rates?


I will offer a strong and structured description of the assignment at the beginning so students understand their job.  I will also give the students checkpoints to give them an idea as to when they should be done with what.  It will also be made clear to the student that they can go about their project anyway. 

23. As a facilitator, how will you know when students are progressing effectively and when students need support, 

encouragement, and guidance?
 

I will be an active “guide on the side,” going from group to group making sure they are on track, I also have scheduled the building TIS to come into the classroom on certain days for support.

24. How will you modify your existing curriculum to fit this engaged learning project into your year plan? In other words, how will you adjust the pace of your curriculum to be able to implement this project in the fall?


By starting the project so early in the school year, I get a bit of a head start to spend the first few days just solely on the project.  I then plan on spending the last half hour of the day on the project.  I am moving my spelling instruction to authentic practice time during reading during these two weeks.
Effective Technology Integration:
25. How will you facilitate students accessing technology to plan and to research as they direct their learning? (Just in time access--they have it when they need it.)


Students will have access to computers during all of our scheduled lesson times.  They also will have access to use hallway computers and wireless tablets if they have down time throughout the day. 

26. What opportunities will students have to use technology to collaborate with experts or students outside the school/classroom? What steps will you need to take to facilitate this interaction?


Students will by all means be encourages to seek out experts and send emails via my email account, if they choose to seek out information in that way.  The finished projects will be posted on our class website, in hopes that other fifth grade classes throughout the district might find it helpful as well as students around the world. 

27. How will your students utilize technology to publish and share the product of their learning? What will you need to do to make this possible?
 

Students will have the choice of how to publish their information.  Mrs. Rouse will come in and introduce the students to several different multimedia tools such as Timeliner, Movie Maker, Power Point, FrontPage, and Microsoft Word.

Assessment and Evaluation:
28. How will students be able to reflect on their progress?
 

Students will be given checkpoint dates that give them an idea as to where they should during different times throughout our project.

29. What have you done to clearly inform students about the goal of the project so that they can direct their learning? 
 

In addition to discussing the project the students have been given a copy of the rubric so they have a plan for what their finished project should include.

30.How will you know that the students are progressing effectively? Will there be artifacts or intermediate checkpoints/milestones? How will you monitor progress/direction? 
 

As mentioned before I plan on using checkpoints to monitor progress.
