Authentic Student Task:

Jane Racek and Kim Boryszewski, the principals at Kennedy School, ask the class for assistance to heighten cultural diversity awareness in the school community, and to provide support for new students moving to our school from foreign countries.  Students will create a finished product of their choice that will teach about cultural differences and make others more aware of the diversity within our school population.

Possible Discussion Questions:

1. What is culture?  What cultures are represented in our school community?

2. What artistic creations, foods, traditions, etc. are a part of the culture you are researching?

3. How would you learn about people form other cultures?

4. What resources teach us about different cultures?

5. What can we do in our school community to make people from different cultures feel accepted?

6. Who could we speak to in our community to learn about different cultures?

7. In what way can we share our finished products?

8. How can we incorporate technology into sharing our finished products?
